Dyersville Area Farmers’ Market 

2023 Rules & Regulations
Location: Commercial Club Park – Hwy 136 & 2nd Ave SE

Dates:  Thursdays, May 18– Oct.5 from 3:00 – 5:00 p.m.

Set-up:  Vendors may set up 45 minutes before starting time.  NO SELLING IS ALLOWED BEFORE START TIME.  ORDERS CANNOT BE PICKED UP BEFORE STARTING TIME. The Market Manager will ring the bell to open the market.
Vendor fee:  All vendors must pay a vendor fee: $35 for a season pass or $10 for a daily pass.  The fees are used for advertising, promotions and operation of the Farmers’ Market.  

Vendor space:  Space at the Farmers’ Market will be approximately an 8 foot space.  If additional space is needed, please contact the Market Manager.  Spaces will be assigned.  Vendors will furnish their own tables, chairs, display fixtures & shelter.  It is recommended all vendors use table covering.

License:  Individual vendors are responsible for obtaining any/all licenses required by the Dubuque County Public Health Department and the State of Iowa.  Copies of all licenses must be on file with the Dyersville Area Chamber of Commerce prior to selling at the Farmers’ Market.

Sales Tax:  All non-food items, such as flowering plants or crafts need to have and display a sales tax permit.  If you need a sales tax permit please go online to https://tax.iowa.gov/iowa-sales-and-use-tax-guide.  Iowa Department of Revenue at 1-800-367-3388 or email idr@iowa.gov.  Dyersville Area Farmers’ Market/Dyersville Area Chamber of Commerce is not responsible for applying, filing or payment of vendor’s sales tax.
Good Neighbor:  No alcoholic beverages, firearms or drugs may be allowed in the Market.  No animals or pets owned by vendors shall be allowed in the market area.  All vendors are responsible for the complete clean up of litter, paper, balloons, pop cans, cartons, etc. in and around their stall areas.  If a stall if left dirty, a fine of $20.00 will be assessed and paid for before the vendor is allowed to participate in any further markets.  All vendors shall conduct themselves properly: any rudeness, loud or profane language, arguing or harassment will be considered a violation and grounds for immediate dismissal.  

Sellable items:  Products may be sold include: fresh vegetables, fruits, non-perishable bakery goods, nuts, flowers, bedding plants, trees and homemade crafts.  Eggs may be sold if they are clean, wholesome, fresh and kept at 45 degrees or less.  Pasta, noodles, dried soup mixes, jerky, honey and jellies must be labeled with name of product and name/address of person who made it along with weight or volume.  Allergen information needs to be declared on the label. The following food products are considered major allergens: Peanuts, Soybeans (not refined soybean oil), Milk, Eggs, Fish, Crustacean (crab, lobster or shrimp), Tree Nuts (almonds, pecans or walnuts) & Wheat.  All produce must be clean & stored in clean containers in trucks or on risers protected from excessive exposure to flies, dust or contamination.  Food sales must be sold by unit (so much per piece, half dozen, etc.).  No wholesaling allowed. 50% of items on your table must be grown/made by the vendor.  Baked good items must have name of product, ingredients, your name & address on each item.  Many vendors place this information on a label which includes the price.
Non-sellable items:  Products that CANNOT be sold include: canned fruits and vegetables, homemade butter, raw milk, meat or meat products, custard or cream pies. Pickles and salsa may not be sold unless prepared in a state approved facility.  Meat products can only be sold if they come from an approved source, which is an establishment under U.S.D.A. or Iowa Meat & Poultry Inspection.  The product must be sold from a unit that has mechanical refrigeration and is properly licensed by the Department of Inspections and Appeals.

Complaints:  If an immediate problem arises, contact the Market Manager, Karla Thompson at 563-590-2811.  If you have a complaint in regards to another vendor’s produce or items, please submit the complaint in writing for the Farmers’ Market Committee to review.

Market Manager:  The Market Manager reserves the right to refuse acceptance of any vendor or item that is not in keeping with the rules or quality of the Market.  The Market Manager retains the right to fine or prohibit a vendor from participating in the Market without a refund if rules are broken.

The Farmers’ Market will not be responsible for accidents or lost articles. All monies collected by the vendors are their sole responsibility.  The Market Manager has no obligation to safeguard & neither will be responsible for loss of money or produce or accidents.
